Emergency Preparedness & Evacuation
If the City of Long Beach is threatened by a hurricane or major storm:

BE PREPARED
The Atlantic Coast hurricane season is from June 1 to November 30, however, we are 
most vulnerable from Mid August to early November. Here are some steps you should 
take, even before a hurricane watch or warning is announced:

•Check to be certain that your emergency equipment is in good working order and that 
you have enough supplies to last several days.
•Obtain and store materials necessary to properly secure your home.  Make sure your 
car has enough gas and is in good working order. Also plan to have the following items 
available: manually operated can opener, matches, canned and packaged foods, milk 
and beverages, extra medicine, baby food, diapers, first aid kit, battery operated radio, 
flashlight, extra batteries, portable ice chest, one gallon of water per day for each mem-
ber of your household.

NOTIFICATION
•Before a storm occurs, register for Swift 911TM, the City’s emergency call system at 
431-1000 ext. 7105. You only need to register once to be in the system.
•Fire Horns will blow four evenly spaced blasts over a period of a half hour and will 
repeat.
•Fire and Police will travel through the City to notify residents via loudspeakers.
•If you are deaf or disabled be sure to register with the Police or Fire Department.
•Visit www.longbeachny.gov or call the Storm Hotline at (516)431-1000, press option 1

Place material items curbside on the same day as your sanitation pickup unless otherwise 
noted in this calendar.  Items include: washers, dryers, stoves, dishwashers, bikes, 
refrigerators & metal pipes (not to exceed 4 feet).  Please remove doors from all appliances.  
The City will not pick up barbecue tanks, boilers or oil/gas tanks.  Please be certain that 
any plumber or installer you hire agrees to dispose of debris.  Needles and sharp 
items should be brought in a sealed, hard plastic container to the Family Care Center 
at the Long Beach Medical Center, and drugs can be brought to the Long Beach 
Police Department.

Household batteries should be brought to the Sanitation Department at 150 W. Pine Street.  
Battery containers are no longer located at the Fire Dept.  All other hazardous household 
materials should be disposed of at the S.T.O.P. Program on April 20th behind City 
Hall.  Materials include aerosol cans, antifreeze, bug killer, car batteries, drain cleaners, 
degreasers, disinfectants, fertilizer, flammable liquid, household batteries, kerosene, oven 
cleaners, paint strippers & thinner, photography chemicals, solvents, & waste oil.  Call 
the Town of Hempstead S.T.O.P. Programs at 378-2200 for an extensive list or for more 
information.
