Resolution Authorizing the City Manager to Enter into a  
Contract for Construction Supervision for the Street Tree  
Planting-Master Plan. 

 
WHEREAS, as a result of Superstorm Sandy, over two thousand four hundred 

dead and/or dying trees were removed throughout the City as a result of their exposure to salt 
water inundation, posing potential hazards to public safety and their surroundings; and 

 
  WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 129/14, the City entered into an 
agreement with LiRo Engineers, for the design of a Street Tree Restoration Master Plan, which 
was the first phase of the project to replace and replant trees throughout the City; and 
 
  WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 30/15, the City entered into a contract 
with Louis Barbato Landscaping, Inc. for the furnishing and planting of approximately 2700 
trees citywide; and 
 
  WHEREAS, the second phase of the Restoration Master Plan is now required, 
which is construction supervision for the Street Tree Planting; and 
 

WHEREAS, LiRo Engineers, Three Aerial Way, Syosset, New York 11793 will  
coordinate all utility mark-outs; coordinate tree planting locations; coordinate block-by-block 
summaries of the work to be undertaken; attend and lead progress meetings and coordinate 
review and approval of built work and contractor payment applications, for a total fee of 
$96,640; 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, be it 
   
  RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Long Beach, New York that the 
City Manager be and he hereby is authorized to enter into a contract with LiRo Engineers, Three 
Aerial Way, Syosset, New York 11793 for construction supervision for the Street Tree Planting -
Master Plan, in accordance with plans and specifications on file in the Office of the 
Commissioner of Public Works, at a cost of $96,640.00.  Funds are available in H1000.52143

  WHEREAS, the City Hall roof has outlived its useful life, in addition to 
sustaining damage from the powerful winds and rain of Superstorm Sandy; and 
 

WHEREAS, after due advertisement therefore, six bids were received in  
the Office of the Commissioner of Public Works on Thursday, March 26, 2015 for the 
replacement of the City Hall roof, to include the removal of all layers of the roof down to the 
concrete deck and the furnishing and installation of a new roof, as per specifications on file in the 
Office of the Commissioner of Public Works; and 
 
  WHEREAS, Metropolitan Construction Systems, Inc., 234 Union Avenue, 
Holbrook, New York 11741 was the lowest responsible bidder at a cost of $396,000; and 
 
  WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 4/15, duly adopted on January 6, 2015, 
the City entered into an agreement with L.K. McLean & Associates, P.C., 437 South Country 
Road, Brookhaven Hamlet, New York 11719, the lowest responsible proposer, for engineering 
services, specifically to prepare detailed plans and specifications for the roof replacement; and 
 
  WHEREAS, L.K. McLean & Associates, P.C. was also the lowest responsible 
proposer for the providing of construction inspection services for the roof removal and 
replacement, at a cost of $33,120; 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, be it 
 
  RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Long Beach, New York that the 
City Manager be and he hereby is authorized to enter into a contract with Metropolitan 
Construction Systems, Inc., 234 Union Avenue, Holbrook, New York 11741 for the removal, 
furnishing and replacement of the City Hall roof, at a cost of $396,000; and be it further 
 

RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Long Beach, New York that the  
City Manager Be and he hereby is authorized to enter into a contract with L.K. McLean & 
Associates, P.C., 437 South Country Road, Brookhaven Hamlet, New York 11719 for 
construction inspection services for the removal and replacement of the City Hall roof, at a cost 
of $33,120.
