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Ocean Beach Park opens officially on Saturday, May 28th, with lifeguards on duty  from
on weekends only until June 21st, when Beach Park will open seven days a week.  In
addition, beach park hours of operation have been extended to 7PM on weekends  in
July, and for Monday, July 4th. All patrons will be required to have a valid beach pass on
weekends from May 28th-June 19th, and everyday from June 25st- September 5th. 

Building on the success of years past, there will be an unprecedented variety of food options on the beach
and boardwalk this summer- five new comfort stations will be home to a diverse array of cuisine, including
healthy options, further enhancing the local flavor and extending the season.
