Resolution Authorizing the City Manager to Amend the
Agreement for Architectural/Engineering Design Services
for the City of Long Beach Bulkheading-North Shore Project
and to Amend the Budget.

WHEREAS, Superstorm Sandy devastated the north shore of Long Beach as the
storm surge from Reynolds Channel swept over the shoreline, damaging homes, businesses and
critical City facilities; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 110/15, duly adopted on October 20,
2015, the City entered into an agreement with Tetra Tech, Inc., 500 Bi-County Boulevard,
Farmingdale, New York 11735 for architectural/engineering design services for the City of Long
Beach Bulkheading-North Shore Project; and

WHEREAS, due to significant cost increases since the contract bid in 2015, Tetra
Tech, Inc. has requested additional funding in the amount of $43,099.13 for additional
construction administration and construction inspection services; and

WHEREAS, said additional costs submitted by Tetra Tech, Inc. have been
pre-approved by the Governor’s Office of Storm Recovery (GOSR);

NOW, THEREFORE, be it

RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Long Beach, New York that the
City Manager be and she hereby is authorized to amend the agreement with Tetra Tech, Inc., 500
Bi-County Boulevard, Farmingdale, New York 11735 for additional construction administration
and construction inspection services in the amount of $43,099.13. Funding is available at no cost
to the City through the Governor’s New York Rising Community Reconstruction Program
(NYRCRP). Funds will be available in Account No. H1016.52329 (North Shore Bulkheading)
after the following budget amendment is approved:

WHEREAS, after due advertising therefor, three bids were received in the Office
of the Commissioner of Public Works on October 9, 2020 for the maintenance, repair,
replacement, altering and/or modifying of existing and future street lighting appurtenances on
streets, parking fields and other designated areas within the City, in accordance with plans and
specifications on file in the Department of Public Works; and

WHEREAS, New York Trenchless, Inc., P.O. Box 2208, Aquebogue, New York
11931was the lowest responsible bidder at a cost of $365,910.00 for a term of two years;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it

RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Long Beach, New York that the
City Manager be and she hereby is authorized to enter into a contract with New York Trenchless,
Inc., P.O. Box 2208, Aquebogue, New York 11931 for the maintenance and repair of the City’s
street lighting systems at cost of $365,910.00 for a two year term, with the provision for two (2)
one-year extensions upon the City’s option. Funds for fiscal year 2021 in the amount of
$158,140.00 are available in Account No. A1490.54447 (Street Re-lamping). The balance of
$207,770.00 is to be budgeted and spent in fiscal year 2022.
